General Rules: 

Any amateur may participate in the Design Division; however, a reservation must 
be placed with the consultant for that class.  Entries are limited to four per class.  
If the reservation cannot be filled, it is the responsibility of the exhibitor to find a 
replacement.   
 

Entry tags are available from members of the Judges Study Class.  The show tent 
will have water & space to prepare the exhibits.  Entries must be passed by the 
Entry Chairman, whose responsibility is to check for conformance to general and 
design rules, and to specific class requirements. 
 

There must be an emphasis on fresh plant material.  No artificial plant material is 
permitted.  Noxious plants are not permitted.  Native and Plants on Ohio’s 
conservation list are not permitted, unless grown by the exhibitor and so stated on 
the entry card. List is available through ODNR.  
 

Entries will be received on Friday, June 30, 5:30-9 p.m., and on Saturday, July 1,  
7-9:30 a.m.  Judging will take place from 10:00-11:30 a.m. when only General 
Chairman, Classification Chairman, Judges, Clerks may be present.  The show 
will open to the public for viewing at Saturday, July 1,2017, from 12 noon-3 PM.  
Entries must be removed by 3:15 PM. 
 

Entries will be judged using the NGC Standard System of Awarding.   Decisions 
of the Judges are final.  Awards may be withheld if not merited. 
For Clarification or explanation of rules or requirements, please contact the Design 
Division Chairman, or the Consultant. 
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Awards: 
 

Standard System of Awarding: Only one first place blue ribbon may be awarded 
per class or sub-class to the finest exhibit scoring 90 or above, only one second 
place red ribbon in a class or sub-class to an exhibit scoring 85 or above; only one 
third place yellow ribbon in a class or sub-class to an exhibit scoring 80 or above; 
and one or more honorable mention white ribbons in a class or sub-class to an 
exhibits scoring 75 or above. 
 

One Best in Show Division Award Rosette of three blue ribbons may be awarded 
to the finest blue ribbon winning exhibit.  To be offered, there must be at least 4 
entries in each of the three classes (Classes 1, 2, & 3).  All Requirements for the 
reward must have been met.

Design Rules: 
 

Designs must be the work of one individual. Classes are limited to four entries.  
Reservations are required for each entry.  Exhibitors are permitted only one entry 
per class, but may enter as many classes as desired.  The exhibitor must arrange 
for a substitute if unable to fulfill reservation. 
 

Some plant material must be included in each design.   Fresh plant material 
may never be treated in any manner.  Plant material that has been treated to 
alter its surface may be used only in its dried state.  Plant material may be obtained 
from any source.  List plant materials used in the design. 
 

Religious symbols must be displayed in a respectful manner.  Accessories, 
manipulated or contrived flowers or other forms made from plant material, special 
lighting not requiring electrical connections, are some of the items are permitted in 
any class. 
 

The following are some of the items that are not permitted:  No artificial plant 
material of any kind, American or other national flags, living animals, landscapes 
or scenes.  A full listing is available in the 2017 NGC Handbook for Flower Shows 
Pages 79-81. 
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
